Grievance Redressal in Internal Evaluation 

The college has transparent and robust evaluation process in terms of frequency 

and variety. In order to ensure transparency in internal assessment, the system of 

internal assessment is communicated with the students well in time. Continuous 

evaluation is made through Unit Tests, Assignments Submission, College test, 

Field Visit / Field Work and Seminars Presentation etc. 

Unit tests are conducted regularly as per the schedule given in academic calendar 

The performance of the students is communicated to the students. 

When a student is not satisfied with the marks assigned for any of the above mode 

of internal assessment or he was absent for some reason on the day of internal 

assessment and if he / she seeks grievance redressal he/she has to undergo 

following procedure 

1.    The students should submit the written application regarding the 

grievance to the concern head of the department. 

 

2. The head of the department, after verification of the documents will 

resolve the grievance of the students. 

 

3. If the student is not satisfied with decision of head of the department 

he/she may approach the Principal. 

 

4. The Principle, after due verification of entire records of internal 

assessment submitted by the student gives the final judgement. 

  

2. Normally students who could not appear for unit test or college test or 

could not submit assignment before due date follow the above mentioned 

 procedure.
